In the case of candidates seeking admission to Medical/ Agriculture/Veterinary/

Fisheries courses, the marks out of 500 awarded to the candidates for proficiency in

NCC will be added to the marks obtained by the respective candidates in the NEET-UG

2022 computed out of 500. In the case of candidates seeking admission to

Engineering/B.Pharm courses, the marks out of 500 awarded to the candidates for

proficiency in NCC will be added to the marks arrived at, for the preparation of
Engineering/B.Pharm rank list, computed out of500. [n the case of Architecture course,

the marks out of500 awarded to the candidates for proficiency in NCC will be added to

the marks considered for preparing the Architecture rank list computed out of500.

So the candidates would be eligible for a maximum of 1000 marks. The merit list would

be prepared on the basis of inter-se merit ofthe candidate computed as above.

At the time of preparation of the inter-se merit list under NCC Quota, if there is any tie

in the total marks, it will be resolved in such a way that the candidate getting higher

Engineering rank or B. Pharm rank or NEET-UG rank or Architecture rank, as the case

in the ranking.
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5.3 Reservation for Persons with Disabilities (PD):

Five percent of the seats available to the State for allotment from the State rank lists are

reserved for candidates with benchmark disabilities for all courses in Govt./Aided

Colleges as stipulated in Section 32, Chapter VI of the Persons with Disabilities Act
201 6. As per Clause 2 (r), Chapter I of the Act, 'Person with benchmark disabitity'

means a person with not less than 40%o of a specified disability where specified

disability has not been defined in measurable terms and includes a person with disability

where specified disability has been defined in measurable terms, as certified by the

certifying authority.

Generally, candidates who have a minimum of 40% disability alone will be eligible to

apply for this quota. Candidates seeking admission to Medical Courses (except BHMS

course) will have to satisfu the eligibility criteria prescribed by the Medical Council of
India for'Persons with Disabilities' [See Annexure XXfV(i)] and for BHMS course the

candidate will have to satisS the eligibility criteria prescribed by'the National

Commission for Homoeopathy (NCH) [See Annexure XXIV(ii)]

For claiming reservation under PD category, the certificate ofdisability from the District

Medical Board certifying the percentage of degree of disability has to be produced

before the State Medical Board at the time of medical verification.

The certificate of disability from the District Medical Board must be produced at the

time of medical verification. No document/certificate is to be uploaded to the online

application. However, candidates claiming PD status can indicate that at the entry for the

same on the online application.

The State Medical Board constituted vide G.O.(MS)No.35/2020/H&FWD Dated.

17.02.2020 by the Government under the Chairmanship of DME consisting of Medical

Experts in General Medicine, ENT, Neurology, Orthopaedic Surgery, Ophthalmology,
